    During the Spring Festival holidays, pets’ beauty salons were inundated by pets and their loving owners. The tendency to treat pets as a family member is spreading in big cities in China, and daily care services for pets have the potential （潜力，潜能）to become profitable earners following endorsement （认可，支持）by the Ministry of Labor and Social Security as one of nine “new careers（职业）”last December. 

    Li Xin, a pet stylist at Beijing Pet Hospital, told Beijing Star Daily that regular health care for pets was necessary, including combing, bathing, cleaning the ears, and trimming the nails and hair. 

    “It needs great care and patience for every step. Care needs to be taken when trimming a puppy’s nails, for example. After the basic health requirements comes the individual styling, which depends on the character of the pets and on the weather. ”

    Generally, it takes one or two hours to give a full service to a small pet and four to five hours for a bigger one, according to Ling Fengjun, president, of Beijing Pet Hospital. 

    China Small Animal Protect Association recently released statistics showing that there were 420,000 registered pets in Beijing, over 200 pet hospitals and clinics, but only 90,000 vets （兽医）, and nursing staff working in China. 

    For newcomers, the starting monthly salary is around two thousand Yuan. After working for two to three years, those with a Bachelor’s degree can earn between 3,000  and 8,000, while an experienced one might make 10,000. 

    Ling said, “With more focus to regulate the industry by issuing （颁发）qualification certificates, the market for pet beauty and health has huge development potential. ”

    One of the qualities that most people admire in others is the willingness to admit one’s mistakes. It is extremely hard sometimes to say a simple thing like “I was wrong about that, ”and it is even harder to say, “I was wrong, and you were right about that. ”

    There’s a modern African proverb I like to use when explaining why I feel it is so important to give back to my homeland: “When you take the elevator （lift）up to reach the top, please don’t forget to send the elevator back down, so that someone else can take it to the top. ”

    As a young man, I was given a wonderful opportunity to pursue an education in the United States at Georgetown University. Never in my wildest dreams did I think it would lead to a career in the NBA, which has allowed me to send the elevator back down to my people in Africa. 

    Africa has been described as a continent that is dying, a continent that is suffering, a continent that needs help. 

    It breaks my heart every day to think of all the children growing up in poverty （贫困）, and without a sense of hope. 

    But there is hope. It’s hard for me to describe my feelings when I think about what NBA players are doing to spread good will to people all over the world, but especially in Africa. 

    I’ve waited so long for such a moment －seeing more NBA players participating and devoting their time and energy for the youth of the African continent. There’s nothing that brings more joy to my heart than this. 

    The kids that we were working with come from such deep suffering. Some have never even left their village before. To get an opportunity to board a plane and travel to another country to take part in Basketball without Borders, to meet and interact with NBA players and coaches, is like a dream come true. They got to eat wonderful meals. They’re given a uniform and basketball shoes. Some of them are so overwhelmed, they don’t even know what to say. 

    Pete Babcock, who was general manager of the Atlanta Hawks when I played for them, told me in all his years around basketball, he has never received as many thank you as he did in Africa. When I hear something like that, I feel such a deep sense of pride, because I know how truly appreciative these kids are for this experience.

    To paraphrase （释义）18th-century statesman Edmund Burke, “all that is needed for the triumph （achievement）of a misguided cause is that good people do nothing. ”One such cause now seeks to end biomedical （生物医学）research because of the theory that animals have rights ruling out their use in research. Scientists need to respond forcefully to animal rights supporters, whose arguments are confusing the public and thereby threatening advances in health knowledge and care. Leaders of the animal rights movement aim at biomedical research because it depends on public funding money, and few people understand the process of health care research. Hearing allegations （陈述辩解）of cruelty to animals in research settings, many are perplexed （puzzled）that anyone would deliberately harm an animal. 

    For example, a grandmotherly woman staffing an animal rights booth at a recent street fair was delivering a brochure （小册子）that encouraged readers not to use anything that comes from or is tested in animals - no meat, no fur, no medicines. Asked what will happen when epidemics （流行病）return, she said, “Don’t worry, scientists will find some way of using computers.”Such well-meaning people just don’t understand. 

    Scientists must communicate their message to the public in a compassionate （同情的），understandable way- in human terms, not in the language of molecular biology （分子生物学）. We need to make clear the connection between animal research and a grandmother’s ignorant（无知的）remarks, a father’s bypass operation, a baby’s vaccinations （接种疫苗）and even a pet’s shots. To those who didn’t realize that animal research was needed to produce these treatments, as well as new treatments and vaccines （疫苗）, animal research seems wasteful at best and cruel at worst. 

    Much can be done. Scientists could “adopt”middle school classes and present their own research. They should be quick to respond to letters to the editor, lest （以免）animal rights misinformation go unchallenged and acquire a deceptive （导致误解）appearance of truth. Research institutions could be opened to tours, to show that laboratory animals receive humane care. Finally, because most of the people who are against animal experiments are patients, the health research community should actively make themselves understood by not only well-known personalities such as Stephen Cooper, who has made courageous statements about the value of animal research, but all who receive medical treatment. If good people do nothing, there is real possibility that the uninformed citizens will extinguish （使……不复存在）the precious of medical progress.
