   Europe is warming up more quickly than the rest of the world. Cold winters could disappear by 2080 because of the global warming.

Heat waves and floods may happen more often.3/4 of the Swiss Alps’ glaciers might melt by 2050,the study prepared by the European Environment Agency (EEA)showed.

“This report shows that climate changes are already happening and having powerful effects ,many of them with economic costs ,on people and the ecosystem in Europe ,”Jacqueline McGlade working in EEA said in a statement.

The average number of climate-related disasters per year doubled in the 1990s,compared with the last ten years .This cost about $11 billion a year ,the report said.

It is possible that by 2080 cold winters could almost disappear and hot summers and heavy rain could happen much more often ,the report said.

Climate changes are likely to increase the number of floods and droughts like those that hit Europe in the past years .They damaged farms and made some plant species die out ,the EEA said.

The floods that hit 11 European countries in 2001 killed about 80 people ,while last year’s heat wave in western and southern Europe killed more than 20,000.

   An American researcher has developed a simple device to help people stop snoring .The device limits the movements of the tissues(组织)that cause the unpopular sound .Snoring is a common problem .It may prevent a person from getting enough sleep .It may also prevent enough oxygen from reaching heart and lungs during sleep .But for most people ,snoring affects relations with another person who must sleep in the same room.

   Snoring happens when the sleeping person breathes with the mouth open .In the back of the mouth the tissues surrounding the entrance of the throat are soft .As the person breathes ,the movement of the air around the soft tissues causes them to move or vibrate(震动)。This tissue movement causes the sound we call snoring .A number of possible solutions have been proposed .Some devices keep the mouth shut .They force the patient to breathe only through the nose .A medical operation is also possible .Other devices catch the sound of snoring and then wake the patient .The new anti snoring device was developed by a dentist ,George Wagner of the Indian University School of Dentistry .He developed a piece of plastic that fits up against the inside of the mouth .The device keeps the soft tissues from vibrating and making the snoring noise .It is worn only at night .Doctor Wagner said that the simple device has ended several patients’ snoring problem in a simple way.
