It was a brutol, senseless crime, and Toronto Police yesterday offered a $50,000 reward for information leading to the arrest of 83.year-old Ann Zeidenberg's killers.

"It's time not to sit on your hands anymore," Staff Insp. Jeff MeGuire told a news conference yesterday, appealing to anyone who may know the killers or killers' identity to contact police.

Fire fighters responding to a call found Zeidenberg's body in her Forest Hill home on the afternoon of March 18. Further investigation made it known that the home had been searched thoroughly before being set ablaze.

A Crime Stoppers re-enactment(现场重现) issued yesterday showed two men entering the home, then leaving in what appeared to be an orange and white tow truck.

"I can't tell you if it was exactly like that vehicle, but it was described in that manner to us, "said McGuire.

Police believe more than one individual took part in the robbery, and have had contact with at least one anonymous (匿名的) tipster ( person who sells tips or information) who wasn't involved in the crime, but has "intimate knowledge of what has occurred, "according to McGuire.

"We're very confident there are people close enough that they did contact us through an anonymous chain, "he added.

Investigators remain tight-lipped about a motive (动机) for the crime. McGnire used "investigative reasons" for not outlining what police believe is the motive.

Is Barbie the doll of Christmas past? If not ,the little lady is starting to show her 45 years in a changing toy industry.

Her global sales fell 13 per cent in the last three months compared with the same period last year. And Barbie's maker,toy giant Mattel Inc. ,laid partial blame for its declining third-quarter profits on her perfect, plastic shoulders.

In 2004,her global sales saw quarterly decreases of six per cent,13 per cent and now, another 13 per cent.

"It's been a challenging year" says Matters Lisa Marie Bongiovanni. Her boss, CEO Robert Eckert, told analysts in a conference call that Mattel's "biggest challenge ahead is making the fashion (doll) business better."

Yes, Barbie Millicent Roberts needs help. Her Sliding sales came as--for the first time ever---Barbie failed to hit the top-l0 Christmas toys list by Britain's Toy Retailers Association.

Marcia MacQuarrie, toys editor at Today's Parent magazine, says Barbie has never faced competition as fierce as that from Bratz. The new arrivals on the doll scene are chipping away at (keep breaking small pieces off)what was once Barbie's tuff(地盘).

Just four years old, the multi-ethnic Bratz dolls have big heads, thick beets, sculpted faces and the kind of bright, funky(古怪的) clothes a tween pop star might wear. They tap into a post-Spice Girls ethic, with streetwise fashion that's a world away from the nice gowns (a long dress) Barbie has been seen in.

Among poor sales to tweens, Barbie is experiencing a thorough overhaul (革新)this year. She deserted Kan--after daring 43 years--on the eve of Valentine's Day, causing Bennifer-style headlines.
