Most of us are used to seasons. Each year, spring follows winter, which follows autumn, which follows summer, which follows spring. And winter is colder than summer. But the earth goes through temperature cycles over much longer periods than those that we experience. Between 65,000 and 35,000 years, the planet was much colder than it is now. During that time the temperature also changed a lot, with periods of warming and cooling. Ice melted during the warm periods, which made sea levels rise. Water froze again during the cold periods.

A new study from Switzerland,  sheds light on (使某事清楚明白地显示出来) where ice sheets (冰川) melted during the ice age. It now seems that the ice melted at both ends of the earth, rather than just in either northern or southern regions (区域). 

This surprised the researchers from the University of Bern (伯恩大学).Scientists have long assumed (假设) that most of the ice that melted was in the Northern hemisphere (半球) during the 30,000-year-long ice age. That belief was held because the North Pole is surrounded by land, while the South Pole is surrounded by the Antarctic Ocean. It is easier for ice sheets to grow on land. If surrounded by sea the ice can easily just slip into the ocean instead of building up.
The researchers used a computer model to look at ways the ice could melt and how it might affect sea levels. They compared these results to evidence (证据) of how temperatures and currents actually changed during that time. The model showed that if it was only in the Northern hemisphere that ice melted, there would have been a bigger impact (影响) on ocean currents (洋流) and sea temperatures than what actually happened. Studies suggest that melting just in the Southern hemisphere would have been impossible, too. The only reasonable conclusion, the scientists could make, was that ice melted equally in the North and the South. It is still a mystery (神秘的事物) as to what caused the temperature changes that caused the ice to melt.

People often dream of living in a perfect place where no one would be poor, no one would be rich, and everyone would be kind to everyone else. Such a place is nowhere, and that's what the word "UTOPIA"means. It is made up of two Greek words meaning NOT A PLACE.
The word was first used by Sir Thomas More, a sixteenth century English writer whose book UTOPIA, published in 1516.
Described a perfect island country. More's idea for his tale came from the ancient Greek thinker Plato. Plato's The Republic described what would be a perfect state.

Early legends (传说) among the Norse, Celtic and Arab peoples told of a perfect place existing somewhere in the Atlantic. These legends were no longer believed when explorations of the America began, but after More's time, it became common for writers to imagine and describe perfect "places".
Today when people want certain changes in government or society, their ideas are sometimes called UTOPIA. Usually the ideas mean that the changes, if effected, would not suddenly make everything perfect because something imperfect exists objectively and only according to the practical situation can we do well in something.

It's a boy! The first elephant baby to be born live on the Internet entered the world on Saturday, and mother and son are doing well, Zurich Zoo said.
Asian elephant Ceyla-Himali gave birth to her baby boy in front of an estimated 46, 000 viewers on the Internet. Her offspring took his first steps about 15 minutes after his birth at 5:34 a.m., the zoo said.
He weighs around 308 pounds and is three feet, five inches tall.
Zoo director Alex Ruebel told Reuters the baby would be named through a competition held with the help of a local supermarket chain. It has to be an Asian name, which is not used for humans. We want to use this process to teach people about the region these elephants call home, Ruebel said.
Asian elephants are an endangered species, with only 35, 000 left roaming the Asian forests compared to 60, 000 about 20 years ago. They are far more rare than their African cousins, which still number some 600, 000 to 650, 000.
Asian elephants have smaller ears than other species and only some males have tusks, making those few animals popular targets for poachers（偷猎者）.
