When I came home to London at the end of my first term at university in December 1968, I was flat broke, and more broke because it was Christmas, so I went to an employment agency for a job.

"Would you like to work for the Beatles?" they asked. 
Don't you have anything better?" I asked. 
Fifteen minutes later I got the job.Wen I asked why they accepted me when millions would have done the job for free, the answer was “That’s just the proble.” Yes. I owed the job to the fact that I was not a crazy fan.

But of course I was a fan. It was difficult not to be. I worked over the winter holiday in 1968 and also during Easter 1969. I had to take a taxi in the days to deliver papers sealed in envelopes to the Beatles’ house. I took the envelopes to the address, handed them over to whoever answered the door and lift. Who would entrust（委托）such papers to an unknown student today – the envelopes would be opened and the contents of the papers copied and sold to the Press, I t never opccurred to me to do that. Much has been lost in 40 years!

I am always asked how many autographs（签名） I collected, and the answer is none. How uncool would it have been to ask for an autograph? Far better just to hear the Beatles’ s greets——“Hi, boy.” How’s it goping?”
More than 40 years later, this remains the best job I have ever had. It met my immediate material need and provides a memory that can be my life treasure. For a child of the 60s, this was its peak. If some details of the memory are not so fresh, it’s because they weren’t important then. At 19, you take man you things that happen for granted. At 61, they become gold dust. If I had known that then, I would have kept a diary.

An Israeli law banning too-skinny models went into effect with the start of 2013. The law, approved last March in Israel, requires models to prove they have maintained a Body Mass Index (BMI) of at least 18.5 for three months before a fashion show. That means a woman who is 5’8” tall can weigh no less than 119 pounds.

“This law is another step in the war against eating disorders,” said physician Adatto. “Underweight models,” he explained, “can no longer serve as rold models for innocent young people who copy their false image of being skinny.”
But some critics in this country say it is misguided, focusing on weight instead of health. They also say the Israeli ban is bound to fail because of the strong power of the fashion industry. “I think it’s an approach that isn’t going to work.” Said eating disorder expert Susan Ice, who worked with an organization wich creates a healthy working environment for models.

But Adatto told the reporter told the reporter that he began to concern the issue after meeting an aspiring model who looked like she needed to be hospitalized. He said. "I realized that only legislation can change the situation. There was no time to waste, so many girls were dieting to death." 

However, the efforts to regulate models’s weight in Spain and Italy have not resulted in part because of difficulties in determining reliable methods of measuring weight and health." 

 Still, folks including Ice say there's no denying that images from Hollywood and the fashion industry can be difficult for young women to deal with. "Certainly I don't believe the modeling industry has caused the rise in eating disorders, but it makes it harder," she says. "It's a difficult recovery environment, worshiping thinness as the beauty ideal."

Some animals will defend their territory by fighting with those who try to invade it. Fighting, however, is not often the best choice, since it uses up a large amount of energy, and can result in injury or even death. Most animals rely on various threats, either through sounds or smells. The songs of birds, the drumming of woodpeckers and the lous calls of monkeys are all warnings that carry for long distances, advertising to possible invaders that someone else’s territory is being approached. Many animals rely on smells to mark their territories or leaving droppings around the territories. Other animals will be warned off the territory without ever meeting with the territory’s defender.

Sometimes, these warnings may be ignored, and an invader may move accidentally into a neighboring territory, or two animals may meet near the border of their nearby territories. When the two animals meet, they will generally threaten each other with visual（视觉的）displays. These displays will often exaggerate an animal’s size by putting up feathers or fur, or will show off the animal’s weapons. The animals may go through all the behavior of fighting without ever actually touching each other. The displays are generally performed best near the center of an animal’s territory, where it is more likel;y to attack an invader and where retreating becomes more of a choice.

Actual fighting usually only happens in overcrowded conditions, when resources are not enough. Serious injury can result, and old or sick animals may die. Leading to a more balanced population size. Under most natural conditions, territoriality is an effective way of maintaining a healthy population. The study of social behaviors such as territoriality in animals may also help up to understand human society.

When I was growing up, 16 was always a magical age, a symbol of maturity, responsibility and of course  more independence and freedom.  I sat through the hours of Driver’s Ed classes eager to get out on the road. I couldn’t wait to get my driver’s license.

But it’s a different story for today’s teens. In January, the U.S. Department Transportation released 2012 data that showed only 30.7 percent of U.S. teens got their license at age 16, Twenty years before, that number was almost 45 percent.

There are numbers of reasons for the fall – off. The growing responsibilites like paying for insurance and high gas prices discourage teens from getting behind the wheel. Plus, many teens today are so busy with homework, endless hours of activities and part-time jobs, that finding the time for Driver’s Ed classes may be more difficult that ever.

In addition, many states have raised the driving age, or restricted when teens can drive and who they can have in the car. Parents may also be making their own personal restrictions until they feel their teens are responsible enough to drive safely.

Drving is part of the American culture, but it’s not the central focus like it was 25 years ago. They have so many other things to do now. One of the more interesting fators delaying teens driving might be the change of their social life. Today, teens need to look no further than Facebook or other social networking sites to connect with their friends. There is simply less need, mayube less desire, to be able to grab the keys and go.

Michelle Wei got her license as a senior in high school because her digital social life made it easy no to drive. “If I couldn’t get a ride to see my friend who live a town over,” the 19-year-old said, “I could talk on IM or Skype.”
Research has shown that these online relationships can lead to higher quality friendships, so it isn’s necessarily a bad thing. However, it’s important to find a balance. If old face-to-face friendships are good, why not drive top find them?
