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The Americans love o wear fragrances (7K ). Ths love of fragrances has allowed advertisers 10

roach their audience by linking fragrance with desired qualitios such as “strength” , “innocence” or
“(reshness” . This message is o strong and powerfl that many men and women feel it necessary to wear
a fragrance in order 16 be atractive or leave good impressions. Many consumer products contain fra-
grances. These productsinclude personal products(fo example, fragrance and sosp).

The problem is thatfragrance products are not necessarily harmless, and many can cause some bad
effects. Few people realize that there are at least 5,000 diferent chemicals used by the fragrance indusiry
i the process of making or producing large quanites of fragrance products. Nor do they realize that
fagrance product such as fragrance may contain as many as 600 individual ({3 9) chemical ingredi-
entsRH). Of the 5,000 chemicals used i fragrance products, less than 20 % have been tested and re-
ported as poisonous. The remaining chemicals have not been tested, 50 the health effects are unknown.

Studics show that frgrance chemicals can cavse bad effcts, mainly at the skin, lungs and brain. A
number of studies have been conducted o show how fiagrance lfects the brain. Because of the sirn con-
nection hetween fragrance snd memory, we know that fragrance products can cross the blood ~brain bar-
rier. This is important bocause it mcans that ragrance chemicals havo the potential to affect, and possibly
damage, brain issucs. There may also be symploms that we cannot sec. We know that many chemicals
can cause birth defects( ) like leaning disabiliesor changes in DNA.

The effects of many fragrance chemicals on health are still largely unknown. Urless al chemicals
have been tested and the harmfl ones removed from production processes, we' d better avoid fragrance
