Here is an astonishing and significant fact: Mental work alone can't make us tired. It sounds absurd. But a few years ago, scientists tried to find out how long the human brain could labor without reaching a stage of fatigue(疲劳). To the amazement of these scientists, they discovered that blood passing through the brain, when it is active, shows no fatigue at all! he brain of an Albert Einstein, it would show no fatigue toxins at the end of the day.

So far as the brain is concerned, it can work as well and swiftly at the end of eight or even twelve hours of efforts as at the beginning. The brain is totally tireless. So what makes us tired?

Some scientists declare that most of our fatigue comes from our mental and emotional(情感的) attitudes. One of England's most outstanding scientists, J. A. Hadfield, says，“The greater part of the fatigue from which we suffer is of mental origin. In fact, fatigue of purely physical origin is rare.” Dr. Brill, a famous American scientist, goes even further. He declares，“One hundred percent of the fatigue of a sitting worker in good health is due to emotional problems.”

What kinds of emotions make sitting workers tired? Joy? Satisfaction? No! A feeling of being bored, anger, anxiety, tenseness, worry, a feeling of not being appreciated—those are the emotions that tire sitting workers. Hard work by itself seldom causes fatigue. We get tired because our emotions produce nervousness in the body.

 No one likes to make mistakes. But a new study says organizations learn more from their failures than from their successes, and keep that knowledge longer.
　　One of the researchers was Vinit  Desai, an assistant professor at the University of Colorado Denver Business School. He worked with Peter Madsen from the Marriott School of Management at Brigham Young University in Utah.
　　They did not find much long-term "organizational learning" from success. It is possible, they say But Professor Desai says they found that knowledge gained from failure lasts for years.
　　He says organizations should treat failures as a learning opportunity and not try to ignore them．
　　The study looked at companies and organizations that launch satellites一and other space vehicles. Professor Desai compared two shuttle flights．
　　In two thousand two, a piece of insulating（隔热的）material broke off, during launch and damaged a rocket on the Atlantis. Still, the flight was considered a success.Then, in early two thousand three, a piece of insulation struck the Columbia during launch.This time, the shuttle broke apart on re-entry and the seven crew members died. NASA officials suspended all flights and an investigation led to suggested changes.
　　Professor Desai says the search for solutions after a failure can make leaders more-minded. He points to airlines as an example of an industry that has learned from failures in the past.
