The UK now is proud to possess six of the world’s top 20 universities, according to a new global table.

Edinburgh and King’s College London have stepped into the top 20 of the QS World University rankings. Cambridge, UCL, Imperial and Oxford all made it into the top10. But John O’ Leary, of QS, warned that unless the UK puts more funding into higher education its leading position could slip.

Edinburgh rose to 17th place from 21st last year and King’s College London to 19th from 26th in 2012.

The top UK university, Cambridge, was in third position, behind Massachusetts Institute of Technology at the top of the table and Harvard in second.

University College London(UCL) and Imperial occupied fourth and fifth places, with Oxford in sixth.

Universities in the United States made up the rest of the top 10.

“Clearly a UK degree is recognized by employers around the world, and the brand-name value of Oxbridge has so far survived any negative publicity following the high tuition fee,” said Ben Sowter, head of research at QS.

However, the rankings also suggest that UK universities struggle to keep up with the US when it comes to cutting-edge research. 

Of UK universities, only Cambridge made the top 30 for research citations(引用), with UCL, Oxford and Imperial in the top 50.

“The UK invests below the OECD average in higher education, so it is unrealistic to expect its universities to continue to punch above their weight(勉为其难),” said John O’Leary, of the QS global academic advisory board. “The current success of leading institutions shows how important it is that the government matches the investments being made by other countries in order to keep their world-class status.”

In the 12 years I’ve spent coaching others, I’ve recognized patterns that hold us back from success. Here I share some of the most powerful lessons I’ve learned along the way.

1. You compare yourself with others

Whether it’s starting a business or learning a new skill, you will look at others who are much further down the road from you and expect your results to be similar to theirs, today. Since you cannot see the struggle, the mistakes and the hundreds of little improvements they made every single day, you suppose these never existed. By comparison you feel incapable and discouraged.
Shift your focus instead to where you are today compared to yesterday to get a more accurate picture of the progress you’re making.

2. ___________________.

You want those you care about to approve. You create a story that their approval means you’re on the right path. You don’t want to disappoint. And so you end up stuck by a rough comment, or an unenthusiastic reaction. I’ll never forget my uncle giving me a pained look while telling me, “Why are you still in London? Come back to Malta with your family.” Ouch that really hurt, but had I listened, I’d be stuck in a dead-end job, living a life that was killing my soul.
3. You wait for the “right” time.

You keep putting something off because it’s not the “right” time yet. You need to make a few more improvements, get more experience, learn a few more skills. You wait for the economy to improve, the weather to get better or for a sign that you should start. The right time is now. Only by starting will you discover what else needs to be done or improved, never before.

4. You suppose talent rather than persistence is the secret to success.

“If I had any talent, this would be much easier. I’m not cut out for this.” When you start your project, you discover it’s a steep uphill struggle to get where you want. You make it mean you’re lacking in some way, that maybe you should aim a little lower or try something easier. Don’t bury into this mindset. Anything you do will get easier the more you do it. So keep working at it and eventually you’ll find yourself at the top of that hill.

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The Metropolitan Museum of Art(The Met for short), located in New York City, is the largest art museum in the United States and one of the ten largest in the world. Its permanent collection contains more than two million works, divided among seventeen curatorial(馆长制的) departments. The main building, located on the eastern edge of Central Park along Manhattan's Museum Mile, is by area one of the world's largest art galleries. There is also a much smaller second location at "The Cloisters" in Upper Manhattan that features art of Middle Ages. 
Represented in the permanent collection are works of art from classical things and Ancient Egypt, paintings and sculptures from nearly all the European masters, and a collection of American and modern art. The Met also maintains art of Africa and Asia, etc. The museum is also home to collections of musical instruments, costumes(服饰), and ancient weapons, ranging from 1st-century Rome through modern American design, which are permanently preserved in the Met's galleries. As of 2012, the Met occupies about 2,000,000 square feet. Admission is paid what you wish with a recommendation of $25.

The Met's permanent collection is cared for and exhibited by seventeen separate curatorial departments, each with a specialized staff of curators and scholars, as well as four conservation(保存) departments and a department of scientific research. In addition to its permanent exhibitions, the Met organizes and hosts large traveling shows throughout the year.

The director of the museum is Thomas P. Campbell, a long-time curator, who replaced Philippe de Montebello following his retirement at the end of 2008. The Metropolitan Museum of Art was founded in 1870 by a group of American citizens. The founders included businessmen and financiers, as well as leading artists and thinkers of the day, who wanted to open a museum to bring art and art education to the American people. It opened on February 20, 1872, and was originally located at 681 Fifth Avenue.

Get rid of your addictions while you sleep? Weizmann Institute researcher Dr. Arzi is not promising this yet, but she and Prof. Sobel have shown that changing bad habits through sleep conditioning could someday be possible. After just one session in the Neurobiology(神经生物学) Department’s sleep lab, volunteers reported smoking on average 30% fewer cigarettes over the course of a week. Volunteers given the same conditioning while awake did not reduce their nicotine(尼古丁) consumption.

Arzi and Sobel had first presented true sleep learning in 2012. This is the same conditioning that Pavlov, a Russian physiologist who is best known for discovering the conditioned response, discovered when he trained dogs to salivate(过量分泌唾液) at the sound of a bell: Teach the mind to subconsciously associate one sense with another. Their twist was to use smell instead of the bell: We can register and even react to smells while we sleep without waking up. So when the volunteers were exposed throughout the night to the smell of cigarette smoke together with that of rotten fish, they did not remember it in the morning. And yet their need for a “ciggy” was not as strong as it had been. 
The second trick was to monitor the sleepers’ brain waves and give the smells at the right stage of sleep. The group’s previous research had suggested that the associations are formed and firmed in the brain during non-rapid-eye-movement(NREM) sleep — the stage in which researchers believe that memories from the previous day are being strengthened. The new study supported this finding quite strongly.

Arzi points out that the research has proven a point about the workings of the sleeping brain. She will be pleased, of course, if clinical researchers adopt the method and improve on it.

Mark Zuckerberg is the 30-year-old billionaire responsible for the creation of Facebook.
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Mark was born on May 14, 1984, in White Plains, New York. Mark developed an interest in computers at an early age. He began teaching himself how to code before the sixth grade. After creating small games for his own amusement, Mark moved on to far more complex efforts, including the popular board game “Risk.” Zuckerberg’s technical talent only increased as he entered high school, and it was his work on a plug-in for the Winamp MP3 player that eventually caught the interest of AOL and Microsoft.
Rather than become just another nobody in the corporate machine, Mark chose to create his own path by furthering his education at Harvard University. His first venture into the online world was a primitive website entitled Facemash, which essentially allowed his fellow students to compare their looks with those of the site’s visitors. Not surprisingly, Harvard was less than thrilled with the site’s practice, and quickly shut down both the site and Mark’s internet connection.

Shortly after the Facemash incident, Mark began working on a new site that would contact Harvard students via an online website. Entitled the Facebook, the site launched from his dorm room on February 15, 2004. The increasing popularity of the site convinced Mark and his roommate, Dustin, to expand the site to other schools, including Yale, Columbia and Stanford.
Later that year, Mark opened the Facebook up to schools across US and Canada. Great numbers of investors allowed Mark to change the name from The Facebook to just Facebook.
In September 2005, Mark launched a high school version of Facebook. Though he had plenty of opportunities to sell the site for ridiculous sums of money, Mark has bucked all industry expectations and insisted that Facebook is better off on its own. As he has said, “As a company we're very focused on what we’re building and not as focused on the exit. We just believe that we’re adding a certain amount of value to people’s lives if we build a very good product.” It’s consequently not surprising to note that Forbes once called Mark “the youngest billionaire on earth, and possibly the youngest self-made billionaire ever.”
