Schnable, Baker Professor of Agronomy at Iowa State University, and a recently appointed Chang Jiang Scholar Chair at China Agriculture University (CAU), is seeking 2 candidates to join the 2010 M.S. program at Prof. Schnable’s lab at CAU to conduct research projects on the bioinformatic analysis of maize genomic data. Senior students who qualified by the 2010 CAU Chinese Graduate Entrance Examination, or who passed the countryside 2010 Chinese Graduate Entrance Examination and can be qualified by the CAU’s M.S. program adjustment rules are welcome to apply. 

Favored candidates will be interested in using computational approaches to enhance our understanding of biology. Students should be quantitatively gifted, have programming experience (or the ability to quickly learn programming skills) and strong oral and written English language skills.  Selected students will interact with Prof Schnable and members of his Iowa State University research team via email and video conferencing frequently and participate in face-to-face tutoring from Prof Schnable during his annual visits to CAU.
