Reading may be your favourite hobby. But have you counted (计算) how many words you read in a year? Middle school students at Andersen Junior High School in US are asked to count.

Last year, Chris Hales, a teacher at Adersen, did a new word-counting project to help his students learn better reading habits. All of the kids at Andersen should read 1 billion (亿) words in a school year. 

Last school year, they did it. This semester, Hales encourages his students to read 1.5 billion words. “It’s a big deal (重大的事), But if all of the kids can read a book a week, we’ll reach 1.5 billion.”
Hales believes his students can do it. “Because we have two secrets to success,” Hales said. “The first is giving students books they want to read.” There are 6 to 15 copies as Twilight, Harry Potter and Diary of a Wimpy Kid in the school library.

The second is to set up a word-count scoreboard (计分器). The rankings (排名) of the top-reading students are displayed on a monitor (监控器) in the school library. This encourages students to move up the ranks with their reading.

“It’s great to come in here and tell friends to look at your name on the monitor,” said Vanessa Casillas, an eighth-grader who read 5 billion words last year and finished 20 books over summer vacation.

The 1-billion-word challenge has help to build reading habits that will stay with many students long after they have graduated junior high. 

“I’ve really grown to love it,” said Julia, who read 3 billion words last year. “I’m going to be an old lady sitting in a chair, always reading a book.”

Computer games are very popular. It is natural for people to want to win, so playing ___8___ a computer of a friend on the computer can be difficult to stop. “Just one more game,” often turns into another game, then another.

Computer games do have their ___9___. They are excellent for training hand or eye coordination (协调). Surgeons (外科医生) who played computer games as children are often more ___10__. Computer games can also be great for teaching students. The students are open to learning while playing. They can study for longer than a teacher would be able to teach. Students can also learn at their own speed (速度) and not feel pressured to match classmates. And with computers you can ___11___ a task as many times as you like. The more you do this, the better you will get, until you can do it ___12___.

But, like anything else in life, things should be ___13___. Too much time on the computer can hurt your eyes. Regular breaks are needed. If students can’t stop playing computer games, they won’t do as well in other areas of their lives --- not just schoolwork, but in developing important social skills such as how to talk with people and how to work with others as part of a ___14___. And if they are ___15___ taking regular exercise, their health will become worse. 

Computer games have their place, but people must also remember it is important to have a balanced lifestyle.

VIII. 阅读表达（共15分）

A

When the teacher asks a question in class, Wang Xiaobin never raises his hand. The 15-year-old Beijinger always waits for other classmates or the teacher to give the answer. “What if my answer is wrong?” Wang asks.

Wang is typical (典型的) among students who don’t put their hands up to answer teachers’ questions. At middle schools, this situation is very common.

Wang told teens that in his class of 53 students, only six or seven raise their hands when a question is asked. “I think it’s a problem that might affect our studies, but I am afraid of making mistakes in front of my classmates,” he said.

This problem has attracted teachers’ attention. Hu Wei, a teacher from Yibin No. 6 Middle School, Sichuan, listed some possible reasons to explain why students don’t raise their hands: they lack confidence, they are afraid of showing off, or they’re afraid of losing face by giving a wrong answer.

To encourage students to raise their hands and get more involved (参与) in class, Hu suggests that teachers should repeat the question, then try to guide and encourage students to offer their answers.

Hu also advised students not to be shy, but confident and brave enough to try. No matter whether your answer is right or wrong, being active in class can help you understand the information better.

Sun Pin, 16 of Fujian, always raises her hand as soon as she comes up with the answer, even if she isn’t sure she has gotten it right.

Sun can’t understand why some of her classmates keep silent in class. She enjoys raising her hand a lot. “It keeps me enthusiastic (热情) and confident to express my idea,” Sun said. “Raising my hand has really made me outstanding.
