When he arrived in the village, he knew nothing about the children or the local culture. When
he opened the gate of the Little Princes Children’s Home, he was faced by the excited children.

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Children’s Hospital Boston is sending some telepresence robots(iB##L 3§ A) home with pa-
tients. The robots will help take care of patients at home. Using robots made by Vgo Communica-
tions Inc. , doctors and nurses are opening a direct line of communication between themselves and
their patients, even when the patients are at home .

The 4.5 ~ foot robots will go home with patients, but they are controlled by nurses and doctors
at the hospital . Equipped with audio sensors, articulated cameras(¥¢F2 T ¥ S f5 28, BB A
#8HL), speakers, and a video screen for a face, the robots allow doctors and nurses to talk with pa-
tients. The robots also collect information that can help doctors change the patient”s treatment, all
without asking the patient to go back to the hospital.

The robots use a mobile phone signal, so they don’t need a wireless Interet( 22 M%) . The
robots are able to exchange not just voice or pictures, but information of any kind without any Inter-
net connection .

Right now, Children” s Hospital Boston is working on a 40 — patient in ~ home test of the robots
to see how effective(# % #Y) they can be. Doctors at Children’s Hospital Boston hope that the
robots will be able to help them with more patients in the future.
