L Xun is one of e frsaest Chinese writrs of the 20h century. Bsides his famous storis,
e also wrote many inflental aicles abouthe i corditons o Chinese peopl.

Born in 1881 to a weslthy famly, Lu Xun had & haopy childhood-n 1893, however, his
srandfather,  senor govermment official, s ol into prison for taking money: At the same ime,
his fuher became serously i, rom that time on, his family were 10 longer accepted by their
elativs and riends, These carly experinces grealy influenced his witing.

By the time Lu Xun arived in Nanjing o study atuniversiy in 1399, he already believed that
Chinese society had o change and become moder. I 1902 he went (0 study in Japan. There, he
began witng atces for several Chinese student magazines. He showed a gift for wriing and
transating and he even wrot several books, although none was popular. He retumed to China in
1909 because he was in need of money.

‘After working for several years as a teache in Befjing, Lu Xun again retumed to writig.

11918, he wrote his famous short story Diary of a Madman. It was the first Chinese novel
published using the cvryday language that people spoke, which helped make it a grat success.
Thi, togethér with bis novel The Trie Siory of Ah 0 (1921), made Lu Xun a leading Chinese

Although sucessfl, Lu Xun sl worred grealy sbout China’s utie. In 1926, he moved to
Shanghai and gave up writing sones in orde Yo devote himself to what he called “pen warfre”
He now only wrtearicles whichcalled on the peopl to fight agains the government. For his, the
overmment stopped him from publishing any more books. He was forced to wrte his atcles using
flsenames.

Since is death in 1936, Lu Xun's importance and influence have grown. Today, many of his
‘witingsace included n school texthooks and his worksar read by millions around the world.
