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I   课程性质与设置目的

本课程是高等教育自学考试英语教育（本科）考试计划中高级阶段的精读课程，为核心必考课程。该课程是为完成基础阶段学习之后的英语专业学生进一步提高英语语言技能而设置。设置本课程的目的可以归纳为如下几方面：

1． 引导学生注意吸收语言材料、扩大文化知识，特别是有关英美的文化知识。

2． 通过对文章的思想内容、篇章结构、语言技巧的分析，提高学生用英文表述对文章的理解、分析及评述的能力。

3． 继续强化语言基本功，努力发展学生综合运用英语的能力。

8. The passage ends with an emphasis on quality rather than quantity in the mastery of words.

5. Paras.16-20 are devoted to factors that lead to the severity of the case, such as 

  narrow and shallow outlet of the Strait of Gibraltar,

  weak coastal currents and feeble tides, 

  long-standing practice of dumping wastes into the sea, 

  and multiplication of pollution and increasing number of tourists.

   efforts made to solve the problem.

In Para.3 he goes on to explain “the source of quality”. By using examples, he illustrates his point: it is the social relationship between producer and consumer that actually counts in connection with quality.

In Paras.4 and 5, the author uses the device of contrast to help explaining his argument.

Paras.10-12 are devoted to the example of the introduction of paper clothes products to show people’s psychological need for throw-away things and the trend to maintain a transient relationships between man and man-made objects.
Para.13 is devoted to the conclusion: 

The spread of disposability through the society also implies decreased durations in man-thing relationships.

II. Key points:

How the author sees the essence of the spread of disposability through the phenomenon of increasing number of throw-away products deserves further discussion among students, so as to develop their sense of social criticism and social responsibility.

I. The organization of the text:

The first paragraph is devoted to the notion of worry. In order o explain how a hobby works, he first explains what worry really is.

In Para.2 the author, by means of metaphors, creates an emotional image of hobby. In the sentence “The seeds must be carefully chosen; they must fall on good ground; they must be sedulously tended, if the vivifying fruits are to be at hand when needed”, “hobby” is compared to “seed”; “fitness (of a hobby) to an individual” is compared to “good ground”; and “the effect (in lessening one’s worry)” is compared to “fruit”, so that the reader can have something concrete to look at. This is an effective way to explain such an abstract and complex concept as “hobby”.

In Paras.3 and 4 the author makes the first classification of human beings to further explain his idea. He divides human beings into three classes: “those who are toiled to death, those who are worried to death, and those who are bored to death.” And he devotes the fourth paragraph to “those who are bored to death.”
In the last paragraph, Churchill turns to classifying the majority of human beings into two further categories, in order to emphasize the point that hobby is necessary for all, including those who think they do not need one as a diversion from work.

I. Metaphorical expressions and formal repetition used in speech:

1. In recalling the significance of the Emancipation Proclamation issued by Lincoln to grant justice and freedom to the blacks. The Emancipation Proclamation is compared to “a great beacon light of hope”; the blacks are said to have been “seared in the flames of withering injustice”.

2. In reminding people of the tragic reality the Negro is still not free, the blacks are said to be “crippled by the manacles of segregation and the chains of discrimination,” and live “on a lonely island of poverty in the mist of a vast ocean of material prosperity.” The device of parallelism is also used here. The time adverbial “one hundred years later” is repeated four times. This emphatically contrasts the promise of freedom and equal rights for the black people embodied in some official documents such as the Emancipation Proclamation and the current undesirable condition in which the blacks still find themselves after the elapse of one hundred years.

3. In expressing the firm determination of the blacks in the struggle for justice and freedom. He has repeated the word now four times to reinforce the statements so that they may more easily arrest the reader’s attention. At the same time, parallelism emphasizes the four related, yet separate, goals. Here metaphorical expressions are used to impress the reader, for example, “the bank of injustice is bankrupt”, “the tranquilizing drug of gradualism”, “from the dark and desolate valley of segregation to the sunlit path of racial justice”, “the doors of opportunity”, “from the quicksands of racial injustice to the solid rock of brotherhood”.

III   有关说明与实施要求

一、自学考试大纲的目的和作用

课程自学考试大纲是根据专业自学考试计划的要求，结合自学考试的特点而确定。其目的是对个人自学、社会助学和课程考试命题进行指导和规定。

二、课程自学考试大纲与教材的关系

课程自学考试大纲是进行学习和考核的依据，教材是学习掌握课程知识的基本内容与范围，教材的内容是大纲所规定的课程知识和内容的扩展与发挥。

三、关于自学材料与主要参考书

四、关于自学要求和自学方法的指导

为有效的指导个人自学和社会助学，本大纲已指明重点和难点。学生应该根据本大纲的各项细则的要求来进行该课程的学习和备考。

五、对社会助学的要求

1.社会助学者应根据本大纲规定的考试内容和考核目标认真钻研指定教材，对考生进行切实有效的辅导。

2.社会助学者应指导考生全面系统地学习教材，掌握全部考试内容和考核知识点。

3.各单元的基本学时为4－6学时，实际学时可根据学生学习进度做出调整。

六、对考核内容和考核目标的说明

本课程要求学生学习和掌握的知识点都作为考核的内容。

七、关于考试命题的规定

1.本大纲各单元所规定的基本要求、知识点及知识点下的知识细目，都属于考核的内容。考试命题既要覆盖到单元，又要避免面面俱到。要注意突出课程的重点、单元重点，加大重点内容的覆盖度。
2.命题不应有超出大纲中考核知识点范围的题目，考核目标不得高于大纲中所规定的相应的最高能力层次要求。命题应着重考核自学者对基本概念、基本知识和基本理论是否了解或掌握，对基本方法是否会用或熟练。不应出与基本要求不符的偏题或怪题。

3.要合理安排试题的难易程度，试题的难度可分为：易、较易、较难和难四个等级。每份试卷中不同难度试题的分数比例一般为：2:3:3:2。
必须注意试题的难易程度与能力层次有一定的联系，但二者不是等同的概念。在各个能力层次中对于不同的考生都存在着不同的难度。在大纲中要特别强调这个问题，应告诫考生切勿混淆。
5.考试方法：闭卷考试。考试时间：150分钟。
